Zovnom procesu imaju ranije ste€eno znanje i u obrazovni ciklus se uk-
ljucuju da bi kvalitetnije Zivjeli. Razumijevanje znaéenja kvalitete zivota
pripada umijecu interpretiranja, a ovo umije¢e hermeneutici kao vjestini
tumacenja nekog fenomena. Znanost doprinosi razumijevanju, no tanko-
¢utnost znacenja koje ljudi pripisuju fenomenima otkriva, na suptilan
nacin, umjetnost. Stoga uvodenje umjetni¢kih sadrzaja u andragoski rad
pribavlja andragogu neophodni alat za rad s ljudima. Samo u dijalogu
znanost 1 umjetnost doprinose kvalitetnijem covjekovom Zivotu. Namjera
ovog rada je afirmirati dijalog andragogije i umjetnosti kao prilog meto-

Dialogue between Andragogy and Art as a Contribution to Adult
Teaching Methodology Development

The methodology of teaching in Adult Education is a transdisciplinary
science — the part of its essence is grounded in Andragogy as a science of
teaching and educating adults while the other part belongs to a colorful
space of human activity. Unlike the methodologies for teaching children
in schools which are typically academically oriented and focused on spe-
cific subjects, the methodology of teaching adults has been problem-ori-
ented. Adults, drawing upon their rich life experience and prior know-
ledge, engage in education for the purpose of life quality improvement.
The concept of life quality is subjective and often hinges on interpreta-
tion, which is a skill rooted in hermeneutics. Science supports cognitive
understanding, but sensibility of meaning which people assign to phenol-
mena, reveals in a subtle way, art. Therefore, art inclusion in standard
andragogical work provides a necessary tool for work with adults. Sci-
ence-art dialogue contributes to human life quality. This paper affirms
the dialogue between andragogy and art as a contribution to the metho-
dology of teaching in adult education, understanding methodology as an
act of transforming an adult life, and supporting the idea that the work
with adults should be permeated with playing (to ludify education sci-
ences) at least as much as an artist must research (ludus scientific) before
presenting their work for recognition and enjoyment by the audience.

Kompetencije strukovnih nastavnika polaznika programa pedago-
$ko-psiholosko-metodic¢ko-didaktickog obrazovanja

Strukovno obrazovanje je pred velikim izazovima posljednjih godina kao
rezultat mnogih promjena i potreba na trziStu rada. Kao odgovor promje-
nama javljaju se novi kurikulumi, drugacija organizacija rada, novi nacini
poucavanja, a sve to iziskuje kompetentne nastavnike. Brojni strukovni
nastavnici stje¢u nastavnicke kompetencije kao polaznici programa peda-
gosko-psiholosko-metodicko-didaktickog obrazovanja. S ciljem utvrdiva-
nja razine kompetencija strukovnih nastavnika polaznika programa peda-
gosko-psiholosko-metodicko-didakti¢kog obrazovanja provedeno je em-
pirijsko istrazivanje pomoc¢u Google obrasca koriStenjem anketnog upit-
nika. Sudionici istrazivanja bili su srednjoskolski nastavnici iz Republike
Hrvatske koji su stekli kompetencije za rad u strukovnoj §koli kao polaz-
nici programa cjelozivotnog obrazovanja za stjecanje nastavni¢kih kom-
petencija. Rezultati istrazivanja pokazuju samoprocjene razine razvijeno-
sti njihovih kompetencija, kao i motivaciju za upis programa za stjecanje
nastavnickih kompetencija, zadovoljstva istim programom kao 1 izazo-
vima s kojima se susrecu u radu. Dobiveni rezultati istrazivanja mogu po-
sluziti kreatorima programa stjecanja nastavnickih kompetencija kao
smjernice za poboljsanje istih, a osobama zaduzenim za osmisljavanje
programa kontinuiranog usavrSavanja nastavnika kao poticaj u odabiru
tema stru¢nih skupova. Znanstvenicima istraZziva¢ima mogu posluZiti kao
poticaj za daljnja istrazivanja kako bi dosli do preciznijih spoznaja kako
osuvremeniti i u¢initi kvalitetnijim odgojno-obrazovni proces.

Competences of Vocational Teachers Attending the Pedagogical-Psy-
chological-Methodical-Didactic Education Program

Recently, vocational education has faced significant challenges resulting
from many labor markets changes and needs. In response to these chang-
es, new curricula have been designed, along with different work organi-
zation and new teaching methods, all of which require competent teach-
ers. Many vocational teachers acquire teaching competences through
participating in the pedagogical-psychological-methodical-didactic edu-
cation program. To determine the competence level of vocational teach-
ers attending the pedagogical-psychological-methodical-didactic educa-
tion program, empirical research was conducted using a survey question-
naire created in Google Forms. The research participants were high
school teachers from the Republic of Croatia who acquired the compe-
tences to work in a vocational school as participants of the lifelong edu-
cation program for the acquisition of teaching competences. The research
results show self-assessments of the level of development of teacher
competences as well as their motivation to enroll in the program for ac-
quiring teaching competences, satisfaction with the program, and the
challenges they face in their work. The obtained research results can
serve the creators of programs for acquiring teacher competences as
guidelines for their improvement, as well as those in charge of designing
programs for permanent teacher training as an incentive in choosing the
topics of professional meetings. Furthermore, scientists and researchers
can find these results motivating for further research, thus reaching more
precise knowledge of how to modernize and improve the quality of the
educational process.

Savremeni metodic¢ki pristupi u poucavanju jezika utemeljeni na
ishodiSno orijentiranoj nastavi

Savremeni obrazovni koncepti utemeljeni su na ishodi$no orijentiranoj
nastavi, koja zahtijeva aktivniju ulogu ucenika u procesu ucenja. Ishodi
ucenja predstavljaju ocekivana uceniCka postignuc¢a nakon odredenog
ciklusa poucavanja, a za postizanje kvaliteta obrazovnog procesa nuzna
je uskladenost planiranih ishoda s nac¢inom i strategijama poucavanja, te s
metodama i tehnikama vrednovanja njihove ostvarenosti. Jedna od Kljuc-
nih uloga Skole ogleda se u razvijanju jezi¢ko-komunikacijske kompeten-
cije i viSestruke pismenosti kod uéenika, $to se postize aktivnim sudjelo-
vanjem u sveukupnoj komunikacijskoj praksi u svim segmentima nasta-
ve. Ipak, razvoj lingvisti¢ko-komunikacijskih sposobnosti, osposobljava-
nje za samostalno Citanje i pisanje razlicitih vrsta tekstova uz primjenu
standardnojezicke norme neki su od osnovnih ciljeva u poucavanju ma-
ternjeg jezika. Kurikulumski pristup u poucavanju bosanskog jezika 1
knjizevnosti pretpostavlja razvoj i unapredenje osnovnih jezickih djelat-
nosti — slusanja, govorenja, Citanja i pisanja, ¢ime se u fokus stavlja raz-
voj uceni¢kih kompetencija. Razvoj jezi¢kih i komunikacijskih sposob-
nosti 1 vjestina ukljucuje poticanje govorenog jezika u nastavnom proce-
su u razli¢itim komunikacijskim situacijama i postupcima za unapredenje
govorenog 1 pismenog izrazavanja, narocito razvoja retoric¢kih i prezenta-
cijskih vjestina, te verbalne fluentnosti u usmenom izraZzavanju. To se
postize funkcionalnom komunikacijom koja pretpostavlja aktivno sudje-
lovanje ucenika u razli¢itim dijaloSkim situacijskim kontekstima 1 pro-
duktivnoj komunikaciji, te u procesu ucenja kroz samostalno istrazivanje,
kriticko promisljanje 1 konceptualno razumijevanje.

Contemporary Methodical Approaches in Language Teaching Based
on Teaching Focused on Learning Outcomes

Contemporary educational concepts are based on outcome-oriented
teaching, which requires a more active engagement of students in the
learning process. Learning outcomes represent the expected student
achievements after a certain cycle of teaching. In order to achieve the
quality of the educational process, it is necessary to have the compliance
of planned outcomes with the method and strategies of teaching, and with
the methods and techniques of evaluating their achievement. One of the
key roles of the school is reflected in the development of the language
and communication competence and multiple literacies among students,
achieved by active participation in the overall communication practice in
all segments of teaching. Nevertheless, the development of linguistic and
communicative abilities, training for independent reading and writing of
different types of texts with the application of standard language norms
are some of the basic goals in teaching the mother tongue. The curricu-
lum approach in teaching the Bosnian language and literature assumes
the development and improvement of basic language activities — liste-
ning, speaking, reading and writing, which puts the focus on the develop-
ment of student competencies. The development of language and com-
munication abilities and skills entails encouraging spoken language in the
teaching process in different communication situations and procedures
for the improvement of spoken and written expression, especially the
development of rhetorical and presentational skills, as well as oral fluen-
cy. This is achieved through functional communication, which implies an
active participation of students in different dialogic situational contexts
and productive communication, as well as in the learning process through
independent research, critical thinking and conceptual understanding.

Metodicki pristup odredivanju sadrZaja poucavanja i ishoda ucenja

Metodicki pristup izboru sadrzaja poucavanja i odredivanju kognitivnih
ishoda ucenja podrazumijeva znanstveni pristup koji u metodickom
transferu uvazava mati¢ne i temeljne odgojno-obrazovne discipline. Nji-
hov je odnos uvjetovan dinamikom metodickog polja, tj. teorijskog pro-
stora prozimanja tih znanstvenih disciplina iz kojih se uspostavlja meto-
dika. Istodobno je to i nadin objasnjavanja interdisciplinarnosti metodike.
Dinamika metodickog polja uvjetovana je (u hrvatskom jeziku) obiljez-
jima jezi¢noga razvoja ucenika i algoritmom mati¢ne znanosti. Upravo je
struktura sadrzaja (maticne znanosti) jedan od temeljnih ¢imbenika za
ostvarivanje metodi¢kog transfera. Drugi se ¢imbenik odnosi na sveobuh-
vatnu procjenu uc¢enika, odnosno njegovih razvojnih karakteristika (kog-
nitivnih, afektivnih i psihomotornih). Interdisciplinarnost i uvazavanje
mati¢ne znanosti u postupku prijenosa sadrzaja poucavanja u program
pojedinoga stupnja obrazovanja jasan je pokazatelj metodickoga pristupa.
Odnos sadrzaja ucenja i odgovarajuteg znanstvenog znanja te ishoda
ucenja vazno je epistemolosko pitanje jer u nastavni proces ne unosimo
izvorno znanje, ve¢ odabrano i metodicki transferirano. Vrijednost znan-
stvenog znanja pripada opcoj epistemologiji, a prilagodeno znanje raz-
matra epistemologija metodike. S toga se aspekta moze promatrati
uvaZavanje znanstvenih spoznaja metodike u suvremenom odgojno-obra-
zovnom kontekstu na temelju provedenih znanstvenih metodickih istra-
Zivanja.

Teaching Methodology Approach to Determining Teaching Content
and Learning Outcomes

The teaching methodology approach to selecting teaching content and
defining cognitive learning outcomes implies a scientific approach that
takes into account the parent and fundamental educational disciplines in
methodical transfer. Their relationship is determined by the dynamics of
the methodological field, i.e., the theoretical space where those scientific
disciplines intersect giving rise to methodology. Additionally, it serves to
explicate the interdisciplinary character of methodology. The parent sci-
ence's algorithm and the attributes of pupils’ linguistic development in-
fluence the dynamics of the methodological domain (in the Croatian lan-
guage). It is precisely the structure of the content (of the parent science)
that is one of the fundamental determinants in achieving methodological
transfer. The second factor refers to the comprehensive assessment of a
pupil, i.e., his or her developmental attributes (cognitive, affective, and
psychomotor). The interdisciplinary nature and consideration of the par-
ent science in the process of transferring teaching content to the program
of a particular level of education are unmistakable indicators of a meth-
odological approach. An important epistemological issue is the relation-
ship between learning content, appropriate scientific knowledge, and
learning outcomes, given that we do not incorporate original knowledge
into the teaching process but rather introduce knowledge that has been
selected and methodologically transferred. The value of scientific
knowledge is a concern of general epistemology, whereas the episte-
mology of teaching methodology deliberates on adapted knowledge.
From this vantage point, one can assess the appreciation of the scientific
knowledge of teaching methodology in the contemporary educational
setting based on the conducted scientific methodological research.

Uloga digitalnih tehnologija u hibridnoj nastavi: dometi i ogranice-
nja u post-COVID periodu

Ubrzani razvoj digitalnih tehnologija i izmenjene drustveno-obrazovne
okolnosti uslovili su pojavu novih ali i obnovu tradicionalnih modela u
nastavi. Hibridna nastava (hybrid learning), izvrnuta ucionica (flipped
classroom) i ucenje zasnovano na igri (GBL) samo su neki od modela
koje je danas nemoguce zamisliti bez upotrebe digitalnih alata. Tehnolo-
gija moze pozitivno da uti¢e na motivaciju 1 angazovanje ucenika u nas-
tavnom procesu, ali pokazuje i brojna ogranic¢enja. Kako bi nastava
svakog predmeta bila aktivan, kreativan i unapreden proces u savreme-
nim okolnostima, klju¢nu ulogu imaju nastavnici i nastavnicke kompe-
tencije. U skladu sa nastavnom praksom, stavovima studenata i percep-
cijom nastavnika, predstavicemo alate koji su pokazali potencijal da
ostanu u primeni i u post-COVID periodu: za kreiranje nastavnog mate-
rijala, prikazivanje sadrzaja i formativno ocenjivanje, u sinhronom i asin-
hronom modelu nastave.

The Role of Digital Technologies in Hybrid Classes: Diversities and
Restrictions in the Post-COVID Period

The accelerated development of digital technologies and altered socio-
educational circumstances have led to the emergence of new, as well as
the revitalization of traditional teaching models. Hybrid learning, flipped
classrooms, and game-based learning (GBL) are just some of the models
that are now inconceivable without the use of digital tools. Technology
can positively impact student motivation and engagement in the edu-
cational process, but it also demonstrates various limitations. In order for
the teaching of each subject to be an active, creative, and improved pro-
cess in contemporary circumstances, teachers and their competencies
play a crucial role. In accordance with teaching practice, student attitu-
des, and teacher perception, we will present tools that have shown the
potential to remain in use even in the post-COVID period: for creating
teaching materials, presenting content, and formative assessment, in both
synchronous and asynchronous teaching models.

Metodicki instrumentarij govornog i jezickog usavrSavanja u nastavi
jezika i knjiZevnosti

Primarni problem kojim ¢e se baviti ovaj rad tretira bitnost postupaka
kod interpretacije 1 analize knjizevnog teksta, od prvog susreta sa
knjizevnim tekstom, do najstarijeg uzrasta. U okvirima metodickog in-
strumentarija primjenjivog u ovoj oblasti, pokusa¢emo objasniti metodic-
ke principe unutar znanstvenog podrucja: metodike knjizevnosti u okvi-
rima literarno-estetske komunikacije u didaktickom obzoru i metodike
knjizevnosti koja istrazuje funkciju knjizevnosti u izgradivanju citateljske
i knjizevne osobnosti ucenika/ica, svjetonazora, estetske i moralne svije-
sti, odgojne funkcije nastave knjizevnosti (Rosandi¢ 2005:17). Govor je u
najsirem lingvistickom smislu, fonetsko-akusticka manifestacija covje-
kove sposobnosti sluzenja jezikom, tj. komuniciranje medu clanovima
Jjezicke zajednice putem artikulisanih verbalnih signala proizvedenih ak-
tivnoscéu govornih organa; dok je jezik definiran kao genetski odredena i
samo Covjeku svojstvena sposobnost opcenja, putem artikulisanog siste-
ma verbalnih znakova, koju u punoj mjeri posjeduju svi normalni ljudi,
bez obzira na rasu, uslove Zivota, stepen civilizacije i dr. (Rosandi¢,
2005: 509). Da bismo na adekvatan nacin predocili znacajke jednog
teksta ili umjetni¢kog djela, potrebno je da usavr§imo govorne vjestine
kako bismo postigli odgovaraju¢i ucinak prezentacije jedne jezicke
formacije. Jezik kao veoma kompleksno podrucje, definirano kao skup-
nost izrazajnih sredstava kojima raspolazemo kad oblikujemo jedan
iskaz, podrazumijeva i primjenu tehnike stalnog usavrSavanja na nivou
Citanja 1 pisanja, Sto znac¢i da se govor uobliCuje u cjeline, koje su
medusobno povezane i plasiraju jedan cjelovit iskaz. Ako je knjizevno
djelo jezicka tvorevina, onda se moZe re¢i da je govor prisutan u pra-
vilnoj artikulaciji te umjetnicke tvorevine.

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Methodical Tools for Speech and Language Improvement in Lan-
guage and Literature Teaching

The primary issue, addressed in this paper, deals with the importance of
procedures in the interpretation and analysis of a literary text, from the
first encounter with a literary text to the oldest age. Within the frame-
work of the methodological instruments applicable in this field, we will
try to explain the methodological principles within the scientific field:
Methodology of literature within the framework of literary-aesthetic
communication in the didactic horizon and Methodology of literature that
investigates the function of literature in building the reading and literary
personality of students, worldview, aesthetic and moral consciousness
(educational functions of teaching literature). (Rosandi¢ 2005, p.17).
Speech, in the broadest linguistic sense, is a phonetic-acoustic manifesta-
tion of a person's ability to use language, i.e. communication among
members of the language community through articulated verbal signals
produced by the activity of the speech organs; while language is defined
as a genetically determined and only human ability to communicate,
through an articulated system of verbal signs, which is fully possessed by
all people, regardless of race, living conditions, level of civilization, etc.
(Rosandi¢, 2005, p. 509). In order to adequately present the features of a
text or a work of art, we need to improve our speaking skills in order to
achieve the appropriate effect of the presentation of a language for-
mation. Language as a very complex area, defined as a community of
means of expression that we have at our disposal when we form a state-
ment, also implies the application of the technique of constant improve-
ment at the level of reading and writing, which means that the speech is
shaped into wholes, which are interconnected and place a complete
statement. If a literary work is a linguistic creation, then it can be said,
that speech is present in the proper articulation of that artistic creation.

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From Traditional Foundations to New Methodological Approaches
in Teaching Literature

Changes in society, lifestyles, and shifting interests among children and
youth inevitably lead to transformations in the educational process and,
consequently, to new methodological approaches in teaching. Consider-
ing literature itself as a dynamically evolving field, this research delves
into the challenges of literature teaching methodology from the perspec-
tive of university teaching practices. The study raises questions about the
relevance of approaches, textbooks, manuals, as well as the teaching
models used to prepare future educators for practical work. The core idea
is to demonstrate how these new methodological approaches aim to make
literature more accessible, engaging, and relevant to students. Therefore,
these approaches should find their place within university practices.
However, it is also emphasized that models from different educational
paradigms may be counterproductive if implemented without adaptation
to the specific needs of the target group and without alignment with pre-
vailing methodological approaches. The research is based on a compara-
tive analysis of curricula for the methodology of teaching the native lan-
guage and literature in the region, analysis of the foundational literature
used in this subject, and on a overview of the emerging methodological
approaches presented in publications in this field.

Ljudska civilizacija nec¢e prestati da se razvija. Zato je moraju potpoma-
gati, oblikovati i voditi edukatori Cije nastavne metodologije mogu kon-
tinuirano azurirati svoje zadane parametre u skladu sa neposrednim
varijablama stvarnosti u kojoj se praktikuju. Ova premisa motivise na-
stavnike i nastavnice, kao i one koji ih obucavaju, da prihvate izazov
usavrSavanja i poticaja li¢nih metodologija podu¢avanja. Prema Multidi-
nami¢kom modelu obuke i1 usavrSavanja nastavnog osoblja, licne meto-
dologije su uslovljenje iskustvom, eksperimentiranjem, refleksijom, inpu-
tom kolektiva, rezultatima nastave, dinamikom emocija i odgovorom na
novitet. Ipak, nedavno prikupljen uzorak (n=100) Upitnikom samoregu-
lacije i uvjerenja u nastavi za usavrSavanje metodologije (Kovacevic,
Lagumdzija i Eminovié-Ljevo, 2023) pokazuje da su faktori refleksije i
dinamike emocija najjaci prediktori usavrSavanja licne metodologije.

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Enhancing Personal Teaching Methodologies: Reflection and Emo-
tion Dynamics as Predictors of the Response to Novelty

Human civilization will not stop evolving. Therefore, it must be facilitat-
ed, shaped, and led by educators whose teaching methodologies can con-
tinuously update their default parameters according to the immediate
variables of the realities in which they are practiced. This premise moti-
vates teachers and their trainers to embrace the challenge of developing
and fostering personal teaching methodologies. According to the Multi-
Dynamic Model of Teacher Training and Development, these methodol-
ogies are conditioned by experience, experimentation, reflection, collec-
tive input, teaching results, emotion dynamics, and response to novelty.
Yet, a data sample (n=100) collected recently with the Teaching Self-
Regulation and Assumptions Inventory for Methodology Enhancement
(Kovacevi¢, Lagumdzija, and Eminovi¢-Ljevo, 2023) shows that the re-
flection and emotion dynamics factors are the strongest predictors of per-
sonal methodology growth.

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Metodike u Hrvatskoj

Od Herbartovog utemeljenja pedagogijske paradigme u XIX stoljecu, pa
sve do 80-ih godina XX stoljeca, metodike u Hrvatskoj dio su inter-
disciplinarnog podrucja pedagogije, tako da se uz pedagogiju oslanjaju i
na druge znanosti. Prije Drugog svjetskog rata u Hrvatskoj, pod vode¢im
utjecajem njemackog kulturnog kruga, razvile su se opca didaktika i
posebne didaktike. Nakon oslobodenja zemlje, od 1945. godine pod
dominacijom Sovjetskog Saveza promijenjen je pristup i terminologija,
tako da se uz didaktiku razvijaju metodike kao sastavni dio pedagogije.
Posljednjih Cetrdesetak godina grupa istaknutih metodicara zalaze se u
Hrvatskoj za promjenu odnosa prema metodikama tako da ih se tretira
kao posebne interdisciplinarne znanosti izdvojene iz pedagogije, ali i
nezavisne od svih ostalih, ukljucujuéi supstratne znanosti na ¢iji su
nastavni sadrzaj usmjerene. Medutim, tranzicija u zasebnu interdiscipli-
narnu znanost na temelju nove metodi¢ke paradigme u nastajanju do sada
je prihvacena izdvajanjem zasebne grane metodika u okviru samo triju od
Sest znanstvenih podrucja — prirodnih, drustvenih 1 humanisti¢kih zna-
nosti.

Neprepoznatost u drugoj polovici znanstvenih podrucja i u podrucju
umjetnosti prate brojni drugi nerijeSeni metodicki problemi — poput loseg
akademskog poloZaja, slabe suradnje sa Skolama kao vjezbaonicama 1 dr.
U radu se analizira status metodika u Hrvatskoj uz pronicanje u kauzalna
uporista nezavidnog stanja u kojem se nalaze.

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Teaching Methods in Croatia

Ever since J. F. Herbart established the pedagogical paradigm in the 19™
century, and up until the 1980s, the teaching methods in Croatia have
been part of the interdisciplinary area of pedagogy, relying on other dis-
ciplines apart from pedagogy. General didactics and specific didactics
appeared in Croatia before the World War 1l under the influence of the
German cultural milieu. The approach and terminology were changed
after the liberation in 1945, under the dominant role of the USSR, so that
teaching methods were developed alongside didactics as an integral part
of pedagogy. For about forty years now, a group of distinguished Croa-
tian methodology scholars have been advocating a change in the ap-
proach to teaching methods and their treatment as separate interdiscipli-
nary fields apart from pedagogy, but also as independent of other disci-
plines, including the fundamental sciences, the contents of which they are
addressing. However, the transition into a separate interdisciplinary sci-
ence based on an evolving teaching methods paradigm has so far been
accepted only within three out of six scholarly disciplines — natural sci-
ences, social sciences and humanities. This lack of recognition in other
academic disciplines and the arts is accompanied by a number of issues
within the teaching methods — such as their inferior academic standing,
poor cooperation with schools as training facilities etc. This paper anal-
yses the position of the teaching methods in Croatia, addressing the caus-
es for their current difficult state.

Povijest metodickih istrazivanja u nastavi maternjeg jezika i knjizevnosti
u Bosni i Hercegovini od 1945. do 1992. godine moze se okarakterizirati
kao period najintenzivnijih metodickih istrazivanja. Ovaj povijesni isje-
¢ak moguce je periodizirati na osnovu imanentnih metodickih kriterija, a
to su, prije svega, godine objavljivanja znacajnih udzbenika ili knjiga
koji su presudno i prelomno djelovali na razvoj savremene metodicke
misli 1 uopée nastave maternjeg jezika i knjizevnosti u Bosni i Herce-
govini. U tome smislu mozemo razlikovati sljedece periode u razvoju
savremene metodicke misli:

[1. (1959-1966) — period autohtonih bosanskohercegovackih udzbenika,
metodickih Casopisa i edicija nastavnih biblioteka;

1. (1966-1991) — period kulminacije metodicke misli u Bosni i
Hercegovini 1 procvat savremene metodicke literature.

Cilj ovoga rada, izmedu ostalog, jeste analizirati najznacajnije nastavne
planove i programe za nastavu maternjeg jezika i knjiZevnosti u tome
periodu, opisati druStveno-historijske prilike, kao 1 navesti najvaznije
metodiare maternjeg jezika 1 knjizevnosti toga vremena i njihove
publikacije koje su imale nemjerljiv znacaj za razvoj metodicke misli u
vezi sa maternjim jezikom i knjiZevnosti.

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Three Periods in the Development of Contemporary Methodological
Thought in Mother Tongue and Literature in Bosnia and Herze-
govina

The history of methodological research in teaching of the mother tongue
and literature in Bosnia and Herzegovina from 1945 to 1992 can be char-
acterized as a period of the most intensive methodological research. This
historical fragment can be divided on the basis of immanent methodolog-
ical criteria, namely, primarily the years of publication of significant
textbooks or books that had a decisive and groundbreaking effect on the
development of contemporary methodological thought and the overall
teaching of the mother tongue and literature in Bosnia and Herzegovina.
In this sense, we can distinguish the following periods in the develop-
ment of contemporary methodological thought:

I. (1946 - 1958) — The period of methodological beginnings: from the
first professional seminars to the first textbooks by Bosnian authors;

I1. (1959 - 1966) — Period of autochthonous Bosnian textbooks, methodo-
logical magazines and teaching library editions;

I11. (1966 - 1991) — The period of culmination of methodical thought in
Bosnia and Herzegovina and the flourishing of contemporary methodical
literature.

The aim of this paper, among other things, is to analyze the most im-
portant curricula and programs for teaching the mother tongue and litera-
ture in that period, to describe the socio-historical circumstances, as well
as to list the most important methodologists of the mother tongue and
literature of that time and their publications that had immeasurable im-
portance for the development of methodical thought concerning the
mother tongue and literature.

Metodika nastave knjiZevnosti u nauénim istraZivanjima i meto-
di¢kim interpretacijama

Rad polazi od teze da je metodika uopcée odavno utemeljena kao nauka,
ali i da u nauci i akademskoj sredini postoji podvojen odnos prema ovoj
¢injenici. Na Filozofskom fakultetu Univerziteta u Sarajevu, gotovo na
svim odsjecima, ve¢ decenijama postoje predmeti kojim se buduci
profesori detaljnije upoznaju sa metodickim znanjima i vjeStinama, §$to
vazi i za metodiku nastave knjizevnosti i jezika. Zbog toga §to najdirek-
tnije od svih predmeta upucuje studente ka njihovom uobicajenom
zanimanju, metodika nastave se bazira na nau¢nim ¢injenicama, ali i na
stru¢nim dostignuéima i zahtjevima nastavne prakse. Budu¢im nastavni-
cima i profesorima, kao i onim koji to ve¢ jesu, neophodna je literatura
koja ¢e im olaksati njihov konkretan rad u nastavi. U Bosni 1 Hercegovini
su sedamdesetih i osamdesetih godina XX vijeka izlazili brojni priru¢nici
za nastavnike i edicije, poput ¢uvene Nastavne biblioteke, u kojim su
metodicki interpretirani knjizevni tekstovi, 1/ili prezentirani primjeri za
sate nastave knjiZevnosti 1 jezika. Danas su takvi naucni radovi rijetki, 1,
ako se pojave, oni bivaju redovno svrstani u kategoriju “’stru¢ni rad”. Cini
nam se da postoje brojni razlozi za takvo stanje, a mi ¢emo ponuditi neke
odgovore, kako bi se mogao unaprijediti status metodike, sa posebnim
osvrtom na metodiku nastave knjiZevnosti.

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Methodology of Literature Teaching in Scientific Research and Me-
thodical Interpretations

This paper starts with the premise that while methodology has long been
established generally as a science, there is an ambivalent relationship
with this fact, both within the academic and scientific communities. At
the Faculty of Philosophy of the University of Sarajevo, at almost all
departments, for decades there have been courses designed to provide
future teachers with methodological knowledge and skills. This applies to
the methodology of teaching literature and language as well. Due to the
fact that it most directly of all courses instructs students towards their
usual profession, the teaching methodology is based on scientific facts,
but also on professional achievements and requirements of teaching prac-
tice. Future teachers, as well as those already in the field, need the litera-
ture which will facilitate their specific work in the classroom. In Bosnia
and Herzegovina, in the 1970s and 1980s, numerous manuals and edi-
tions were published for teachers, such as the famous Nastavne biblioteke
(Teaching Libraries) which offered methodical interpretations of literary
texts, and/or presented examples for literature and language teaching.
Today such scientific works are rare, and when they do appear, they are
often classified into the category of professional work. It seems to us that
there are numerous reasons for such situation, and we will offer some
answers in order to elevate the status of methodology, with a specific
focus on the methodology of literature teaching.

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Professional vs. Methodological Musical Competences

Inexhaustible discussions on the nature of methodology as a scientific
discipline impose a constant need to establish its position as an autono-
mous science. This work, through epistemological research, which is
simplified in the title for a reason, aims to question, systematically cate-
gorize and analyze necessary musical knowledge in the context of vari-
ous methodological issues and the nature of transferring that knowledge
to children and young people of different ages. The paper will also prob-
lematize the competences (knowledge, abilities, skills) of those to whom
they impart knowledge: what kind of professional musical knowledge is
needed by an educator, teacher, professor, as well as what the nature of
the process of transferring that knowledge, their function and overall
quality of education of end users is. The aim of the presented reflections
is to focus scientific interest on complexity, the symbolic substrate of
professional and methodical musical competences, but also the under-
standing of methodology as a special scientific discipline that optimally
connects content, procedures, conditions and various circumstances of
successful learning of these contents.

Osnovni problem u kvaliteti provedbe programa obrazovanja odraslih u
Republici Hrvatskoj nedovoljna je metodicka obrazovanost nastavnika
koji su u vedini slu¢ajeva strucnjaci samo za pojedino podrucje na koje se
program odnosi, ali nisu obrazovani u metodici rada s odraslim osobama.
Nedostatak andragoske metodike vidljiv je i kod nastavnika pripravnika
koji prema propisima polazu metodiku pojedinog podru¢ja u okviru
redovnog obrazovanja, bez bilo kakve propisane potrebe obrazovanja u
radu s odraslim osobama. Svrha i cilj ovoga rada je dokazati potrebu za
razvojem andragoSke metodike kao osnove za osiguranje kvalitete susta-
va obrazovanja odraslih te za implementacijom metodoloskog okvira
profesionalnog razvoja nastavnika u obrazovanju odraslih u zakonodavni
okvir sustava obrazovanja odraslih u Republici Hrvatskoj.

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Andragogical Teaching Methodology — the Foundation for Quality
Assurance in Adult Education

The main problem in the quality of the implementation of the adult edu-
cation program in the Republic of Croatia is the insufficient methodolog-
ical education of teachers, who in most cases are experts only in the spe-
cific area to which the program refers, but are not educated in the meth-
odology of working with adults. The lack of andragogical teaching meth-
odology is also visible in apprentice teachers who, according to regula-
tions, take the methodology of a particular field within the framework of
regular education, without any prescribed need for education in working
with adults.

The purpose and goal of this paper is to prove the need for the develop-
ment of andragogical teaching methodology as a foundation for quality
assurance in adult education and for the implementation of the methodo-
logical framework for the professional development of teachers in adult
education into the legislative framework of the adult education system in
the Republic of Croatia.

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Status metodike andragoS$kog vodenja

U ovom radu traga se za uporiStima konstituiranja metodike andragoskog
vodenja kao zasebne andragoske discipline, koja ¢e njegovati svoju
posebnost u odnosu na metodiku pedagoSkog nastavnog rada. Metodika
andragoskog vodenja predstavlja nedovoljno afirmiranu i diferenciranu
andragosku disciplinu. U studijima andragogije rijetko je definiran pred-
met koji nosi metodi¢ku odrednicu, dok se pitanja iz njene domene smje-
Staju pod relativno stabilno podruc¢je andragoske didaktike. Razlozi za
ovomogu se traziti u domenu terminologije i Knowlesovom razumije-
vanju andragogije kao vjeStine i metoderada s odraslima. Uprkos tome,
metodicko oblikovanjenastave za odrasle predstavlja domen u kojem
andragogija dobiva svoju punu afirmaciju i raison d'étre, jer se pristup
odraslim polaznicima razlikuje od pristupa djeci ili adolescentima.
Andragosko vodenje odnosi se na pruzanje podrske odraslim osobama u
procesu organiziranog uc¢enja. Njegova metodika razlikuje se od tradicio-
nalnog pedagoskog pristupa, koji je usmjeren na djecu i adolescente. Pri
konstituiranju metodike andragoSkog vodenja polazi se od karakteristika
odraslih osoba u procesu ucenja. Specifinost metodike andragoSkog
vodenja ukljucuje: individualizaciju, personalizaciju, aktivno ucesce
odraslih, samousmjerenost, kontekstualno uéenje, iskustveno ucenje te
primjerenost i prilagodljivost potrebama odraslih polaznika. Primjenom
ovih specificnosti metodike andragoskog vodenja, odraslim polaznicima
se omogucava efikasno u€enje 1 razvoj, uzimajuéi u obzir njihove
posebne karakteristike i potrebe.

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Status of Andragogical Guidance Methodology

This paper questions possibilities for the development of andragogical
guidance methodology as a separate andragogical discipline, which will
nurture its uniqueness in relation to the methodology of pedagogical
teaching. The methodology of andragogical guidance is an inadequately
recognized and differentiated andragogical discipline. In andragogy study
programs, the subject of teaching methodology is rarely defined, while
questions within its domain are placed under the relatively stable field of
andragogical didactics. The reason for this can be found in the domain of
terminology and Knowlesian understanding of andragogy as a skill and a
method of instructing adults. Nevertheless, the methodological shaping
of adult education is an area in which andragogy gains its full recognition
and raison d'étre since the approach to adult learners differs from that of
children or adolescents. Andragogical guidance pertains to providing
support to adult learners in the process of organized learning. Its ap-
proaches differ from the traditional pedagogical approach, which is di-
rected towards children and adolescents. Methodology of andragogical
guidance starts with the characteristics of adults in the learning process.
Its specific approach includes individualization, personalization, active
participation of adults, self-directedness, contextual learning, experiential
learning, and adaptability to the needs of the learners. When this specific
features of andragogical guidance methodology are applied, adult learn-
ers are enabled to learn and develop effectively, and their unique charac-
teristics and needs are being addressed.

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Koncepcija stjecanja metodicke kompetencije u okviru metodike
nastave hrvatskoga jezika i jezinoga izrazavanja na Filozofskom
fakultetu u Osijeku

U procesu stjecanja nastavniCkih kompetencija metodickoj kompetenciji
pripada posebno mjesto jer predstavlja jednu od najvaznijih sastavnica
osposobljenosti za poucavanje s obzirom na to da je u nastavniCkom
poslu primarna kompetentna izvedba odgojno-obrazovnoga procesa.
Budu¢i da obuhvaca znanja i vjestine posredovanja znanstvenih spoznaja
u nastavi odredenoga predmeta, metodicka se kompetencija drzi umije-
¢em svjesnoga i kreativnog djelovanja u aktivnostima poucavanja, stoga i
razina te kompetencije, ozna¢ena pojmom metodicke dubine, u procesu
njezina stjecanja treba biti strukturirana, razvijena i izgradena s nagla-
skom na znanstvenu dimenziju metodickoga znanja. Stjecanje metodicke
kompetencije buduc¢ih nastavnika hrvatskoga jezika na Filozofskom se
fakultetu u Osijeku ostvaruje na diplomskom studiju u okviru nekoliko
obveznih i izbornih metodi¢kih predmeta, a dva su od njih Metodika
nastave hrvatskoga jezika i Metodika nastave jezi¢noga izrazavanja. U
ovome radu fokusiranost ¢e biti na koncepciji stjecanja metodicke
kompetencije u okviru ovih predmeta, a to zna¢i na onome §to ¢ini njihov
sadrZaj, ciljeve, ishode ucenja, ispitne obveze, nacin polaganja ispita. Cilj
je ovoga rada razloZiti koncepcijske modele dvaju metodic¢kih predmeta
na Filozofskom fakultetu u Osijeku.

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The Concept of Acquiring Methodological Competence in the
Framework of the Croatian Language Teaching Methodology and
Language Expression Teaching Methodology at the Faculty of Hu-
manities and Social Sciences in Osijek

In the process of acquiring teaching competences, methodological com-
petence has a special place because it represents one of the most im-
portant components of teaching qualifications, given that the primary
competence in teaching is the competent performance of the educational
process. Since it includes the knowledge and skills of mediating scientific
knowledge in the teaching of a certain subject, methodological compe-
tence is the art of conscious and creative agency in teaching activities.
Therefore, the level of this competence, denoted by the term methodical
depth, should be structured, developed and formed in the process of its
acquisition, with an emphasis on the scientific dimension of the methodi-
cal knowledge. The acquisition of the methodological competence of the
future Croatian language teachers at the Faculty of Humanities and So-
cial Sciences in Osijek is achieved at the graduate study program within
the framework of several mandatory and elective methodological cours-
es, two of which are Croatian Language Teaching Methodology and Ver-
bal Expression Teaching Methodology. In this paper, the focus will be on
the concept of acquiring methodological competence within these cours-
es, which means the content, goals, learning outcomes, exam obligations,
and the final exam. The aim of this paper is to analyze the conceptual
models of two methodological courses at the Faculty of Humanities and
Social Sciences in Osijek.

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Metodika nastave historije na Filozofskom fakultetu Univerziteta u
Sarajevu - Iskustva kao osnov u kreiranju buduéih nastavnih pro-
grama inicijalnog obrazovanja nastavnika historije

Odsjek za historiju jedan je od najstarijih odsjeka Filozofskog fakulteta
Univerziteta u Sarajevu. Od samih pocetaka nastavni programi studija
sadrzavali su predmet Metodika nastave historije kao jedan od predmeta
klju¢nih za obrazovanje buducih nastavnika. Ipak, u poredenju sa drugim
predmetima, Metodika nastave historije uvijek je bila zastupljena tokom
jednog ili dva semestra, obi¢no na zavrS$noj godini studija, sa promje-
njivim brojem casova prakti¢ne nastave. lako je veéi broj diplomiranih
studenata Odsjeka za historiju sa zvanjem profesor historije zavrsavao u
nastavi, u razvoj predmeta Metodika nastave historije kao da nije ulagana
veéa paznja niti je bio angaZziran stalninastavnik u akademskom zvanju.
U radu ¢e se prezentirati polozaj Metodike nastave historije na osnovu
analize nastavnih programa, kao i analiza iskustava diplomiranih stu-
denata iz razlic¢itih perioda na osnovu obavljenih strukturiranih anketa.
Nastavni program iz 2019/2020. godine uveo je znacajne promjene u
pogledu predmeta iz oblasti metodike nastave historije uz inoviranje
pristupa, literature, praktine nastave, nastavne prakse, saradnje sa
Skolama i drugim nastavnim bazama, te ¢e koncept istih biti prezentiran i
kompariran u odnosu na ranije programe i iskustva.

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History Teaching Methodology at the Faculty of Philosophy, Univer-
sity of Sarajevo - Experiences as a Basis in the Creation of Future
Teaching Programs of the Initial Education of History Teachers

The Department of History is one of the oldest departments of the
Faculty of Philosophy of the University of Sarajevo. From the very
beginning, the study programs have included the subject History
Teaching Methodology as one of the key subjects for the education of
future teachers. However, compared to other courses, History Teaching
Methodology has consistently been offered for one or two semesters,
typically in the final year of study, with a variable number of practical
lessons. Although a large number of students who graduated from the
Department of History with the title of professor of history ended up
teaching in the development of the subject Methodology of History
Teaching, it received less attention, and a dedicated teacher for the
academic title was not permanently appointed. The paper will present the
position of History Teaching Methodology by analyzing teaching
programs as well as the experiences of graduate students from different
periods through structured surveys. Curriculum from 2019/2020 acade-
mic year introduced significant changes in the subject from the field of
history teaching methodology while introducing innovating approaches,
literature, practical teaching, teaching practice, cooperation with schools
and other teaching bases. The paper will present and compare these
changes with earlier programs and experiences.

S druge strane, analizom metodic¢kih dnevnika vannastavnih
aktivnosti studenata Odsjeka za pedagogiju u razdoblju od desetgodina
na kolegiju Metodika vannastavnog rada, bit ¢e ilustriran znacaj odgoja
za slobodno vrijeme, kako u osobnom razvoju pojedinca, tako i u procesu
pripreme buducih pedagoga za ulazak u profesiju.

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Education for Free Time and Teaching Methodology of Extra-
curricular Activities: Significance and Position in the Process of
Initial Education of Future Teachers

Free time is a particularly important socio-pedagogical phenomenon in
today's society, given the increasingly common subjective sense that we
have less and less of it, and that the time spent is often of insufficient
quality. Free time is a kind of necessity in a person's life, and in order for
it to be purposeful and contribute to their development, it is important to
intentionally educate and cultivate its quality use. The ability to plan and
organize free time becomes more important if we are preparing for
different pedagogical roles: parental, educational, teaching, etc.This is a
particularly important competency in the overall set of competencies
necessary for a teacher today, since the educational goals and the overall
impact on the positive development of the child are achieved not only in
the family environment and teaching work, but also in extracurricular
work with children/youth. Quite often extracurricular activities are a
potent training ground for achieving educational goals, developing
attitudes, responsibilities, education for values and building character,
etc. The goal of this presentation is defined in two ways. On the one
hand, an overview of the importance and comparative analysis of the
position of the Teaching Methodology of Extracurricular Work in the
process of initial education of future teachers will be given. On the other
hand, the analysis of Methodical diaries of extracurricular activities of
students at the Department of Pedagogy over a period of 10 years on the
above mentioned course will illustrate the importance of education for
free time both in personal development of the individual and in the
process of preparing future pedagogues for their profession.

Nadareni ucenici su ucenici visokorazvijenih op¢ih intelektualnih ili spe-
cificnih sposobnosti koje ih Cine naprednijim u odnosu na vrsnjake. Up-
ravo zbog superiornih sposobnosti, ili ¢ak potencijala za iste, u stanju su
da postignu originalne, korisnije, kreativnije i uspjeSnije rezultate.
Obaveza Skole je osigurati im iskustva ucenja kojima ¢e se njihove
sposobnosti pedagoski profilirati — odrzati ili unaprijediti, uz prozimajuéu
ideju oplemenjivanja njihovih li¢nosti; budenje moralne svijesti i 0snazi-
vanje moralne odgovornosti. S obzirom na to da se didakti¢cko-metodicki
scenariji osmi$ljavaju imajuéi u vidu uéenike tipi¢nih sposobnosti, na-
dareni ucenici su u riziku od podbacivanja. Pred njih se postavljaju
zahtjevi nesrazmjerni njihovim stvarnim moguénostima, a njihove po-
trebe, ponajprije za proSirivanjem 1 produbljivanjem znanja, se ne
uvazavaju. Cilj ovog istrazivanja je operacionalizirati metodi¢ke smjer-
nice od znacaja za zadovoljavanje odgojno-obrazovnih potreba nadarenih
ucenika te propitati njihovu zastupljenost u Okvirnom nastavnom planu i
programu za devetogodiSnju osnovnu Skolu u Federaciji Bosne 1 Her-
cegovine. Pokazalo se da, uprkos mnos$tvu znanstvenih radova o nadare-
nosti i primjerenom $kolovanju nadarenih uéenika, nastavnicima nedosta-
ju jasne metodicke upute o modeliranju okruzenja s ciljem maksimizira-
nja sposobnosti ucenika.

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Teaching Methodology for Gifted Students

Gifted students are students with highly developed general intellectual or
specific abilities, which makes them more advanced than their peers.
Precisely because of their superior abilities, or even their potential, they
are able to achieve more original, useful, creative, and successful results.
The school's obligation is to provide them with learning experiences that
will enhance their abilities - nurture or improve them, with the pervasive
idea of refining their personalities; awakening moral awareness and
strengthening moral responsibility. Given that didactic-methodical scena-
rios are designed with students of typical abilities, gifted students are at
risk of underperformance. Demands are placed on them that are
disproportionate to their real capabilities, and their needs, primarily for
broadening and deepening their knowledge, are not met. The goal of this
research is to operationalize methodical guidelines important for the
educational needs of gifted students and to examine their representation
in the Framework Curriculum for nine-year elementary schools in the
Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina. It has been shown that, despite
the multitude of scientific works on giftedness and appropriate education
of gifted students, teachers lack clear methodical instructions on creating
the environment with the aim of maximizing student abilities.

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Saradnja metodika nastave i njihova uloga u promociji mirovne
pedagogije — interdisciplinarna sinergija u inicijalnom obrazovanju
nastavnika

U radu se namjerava predstaviti uspje$no izveden projekat interdiscipli-
narnog modula za studente Odsjeka za pedagogiju, Odsjeka za historiju i
Odsjeka za anglistiku, kojeg je u akademskoj 2020/2021. godini osmislio
i implementirao Centar za mirovno obrazovanje Filozofskog fakulteta
Univerziteta u Sarajevu. Jedinstvenost projekta ogleda se u tome S$to je
prvi put realizovan modul za studente triju odsjeka koji su imali priliku
konkretno saradivati u nastavnom procesu ali i zajednicki osmisljavati
pristupe odredenim temama na kreativan nacin. Projektom su bili obuh-
vacéeni i nastavnici engleskog jezika i historije, kao i Skolski pedagozi,
koji su kroz svoje mentorske uloge imali znacajan doprinos u programu.
Glavni cilj kursa 1 odabranih tematskih oblasti bio je podrzati buduce
nastavnike razli€itth predmeta u razvijanju klju¢nih kompetencija za
razvoj i njegovanje demokratske i mirovne kulture u njihovim ucioni-
cama, Skolama 1 zajednicama. U okviru modula razvijene su sljedece
tematske oblasti: identitet i simboli, predrasude i stereotipi, kulturna
raznolikost 1 interkulturalno ucenje, poducavanje kontroverznih pitanja,
djecija prava i inkluzivno obrazovanje; to su neke od kljuénih tema iz
oblasti mirovne pedagogije. Poseban naglasak bice stavljen na prakti¢na
iskustva studenata i njihove interakcije sa kolegama sa drugih odsjeka i
sa nastavnicima mentorima u Skolama gdje se realizovala nastavna
praksa. Saradnja i razmjena iskustava metodika nastave razlicitih oblasti
pokazala je svoju uspjesnost oslanjajuéi se na Referentni okvir kompeten-
cija za demokratsko drustvo Vije¢a Evrope u promociji ljudskih prava,
demokratije i vladavine prava, kako bi buduéi nastavnici efikasno uce-
stvovali u kulturi demokratije, solidarnosti te Zivota u miru zajedno sa
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drugima u kulturno raznolikim drustvima. Iskustva s ovog projekta i
razradena metodologija koja je prikazana i u publikaciji Democratic
culture and peace pedagogy in teacher education moze biti dobar buduci
putokaz za razvoj interdisciplinarnin modula na Filozofskom fakultetu
Univerziteta u Sarajevu.

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Collaboration of teaching methods classes and their role in the pro-
motion of peace pedagogy- interdisciplinary synergy in pre-service
teacher education

The aim of this paper is to present a successfully implemented project of
an interdisciplinary module for students of the Department of Pedagogy,
Department of History and Department of English, which was completed
in the academic year 2020/2021. The project was designed and imple-
mented by Peace Education Hub, at the University of Sarajevo- Faculty
of Philosophy. The uniqueness of the project is reflected in the fact that
for the first time a module was implemented for students of three de-
partments who had the opportunity to collaborate in the teaching process,
but also to jointly design approaches to certain topics in a creative
way. The project also included English language and history teachers, as
well as school pedagogues, who had a significant contribution to the pro-
gram through their mentoring roles. The main goal of the course and the
selected thematic areas was to support prospective teachers of various
subjects in developing key competencies for the development and nurtur-
ing of a democratic and peaceful culture in their classrooms, schools and
communities. The following thematic areas were developed within the
module: Identity and symbols, Prejudices and stereotypes, Cultural di-
versity and intercultural learning, Teaching controversial issues, Chil-
dren's rights and inclusive education, which represent some of the key
topics in the field of peace pedagogy. Special emphasis in this paper will
be placed on the students' practical experiences and their interactions
with colleagues from other departments and with teacher mentors in the
schools where teaching practice was implemented. The cooperation and
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exchange of experiences of various teaching methods classes in different
fields of study has shown its success, relying on the Reference Frame-
work of Competences for a Democratic Society of the Council of Europe
in the promotion of human rights, democracy and the rule of law, so that
future teachers can effectively participate in the culture of democracy,
solidarity, and living in peace together with others in culturally diverse
societies. The experiences from this project and the elaborated methodol-
ogy was also presented in the publication "Democratic culture and peace
pedagogy in teacher education” which can be a good future guide for the
development of interdisciplinary modules at the Faculty of Philosophy of
the University of Sarajevo.

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Metodika nastave arapskog jezika u odgojno-obrazovnim instituci-
jama Bosne i Hercegovine

Arapski jezik biljezi Seststoljetno prisustvo na prostorima Bosne i
Hercegovine. Pet stoljeca je bio jedan od Cetiriju sluzbenih jezika na
ovim prostorima, kao medij vjere i znanosti ali i visoke drustvene reputa-
cije. Njegovo izuCavanje bilo je obaveznona svim nivoima vjerskog
odgojno-obrazovnog sistema, a od kraja 19. stoljeca pa kroz cijelo 20.
stolje¢e arapski jezik ulazi i u Skole gradanske provenijencije. To je
vrijeme kada se arapski jezik pocinje izucavati na vis§im i visokoobrazo-
vnim institucijama poput Serijatske sudacke $kole, Vise islamske Serijat-
ske teoloske skole, a od 1950. godine na Filozofskom fakultetu Univerzi-
teta u Sarajevu, na Odsjeku za orijentalistiku. Prema nastavnim plano-
vima i programima iz devedesetih godina 20. stoljeca, arapski je ravno-
pravan u procesu izuc¢avanja stranih jezika kao drugi strani jezik. Uvidom
u nastavne planove i1 programe i udzbenicku literaturu zakljucujemo da je
zastupljenost broja sati arapskog jezika na sedmi¢noj osnovi u svakoj od
navedenih institucija impozantna, ali da udzbenici i metode imaju
tradicionalni karakter baziran na ovladavanju gramatickih pravila i njiho-
vom memoriranju, a manje na jeziku kao sredstvu komunikacije. U
nastavi su se primjenjivale tradicionalne metode bazirane na frontalnom
obliku nastave i prevodilackom pristupu, gdje je ucenik imao pasivnu
ulogu. Druga decenija 21. stoljec¢a dinamizirala je odredene aktivnosti na
planu revizije nastavnih planova i programa, odabira nove udzbenicke
literature koja ukljucuje primjenu najnovijih metoda u nastavi arapskog
jezika,koje se snazno oslanjaju na kontinuirani razvoj Cetiriju jezickih
vjestina u nastavnom procesu. U ovom zamahu aktivnosti Odsjek za
orijentalnu filologiju imao je predmet Metodikanastave arapskog jezika,
koji je imao za cilj dinamizirati i inovirati nastavu arapskog jezika, ali je
iznova potisnut kao obavezni predmet na ovom Odsjeku. Nastavni i
odgojno-obrazovni proces je prostor gdje svrSenici ovoga Odsjeka imaju
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realne Sanse za zaposlenje. Istovremeno, ulazak u nastavni proces i
promocija arapskog jezika bez kvalitetne metodi¢ke pripreme ima trajne i
nenadoknadive posljedice.

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Teaching Methodology of the Arabic Language in Educational
Institutions of Bosnia and Herzegovina

The Arabic language has had a six-century presence in the territory of
Bosnia and Herzegovina. For five centuries, it was one of the four
official languages in this region, serving as a medium for religion and
science and holding high social prestige. Its study was compulsory at all
levels of the religious education system, and starting from the late 19th
century and throughout the 20th century, Arabic entered secular schools
as well. During this time, Arabic began entering higher education
institutions, such as the Sharia Judicial School, the Higher Islamic Sharia
Theological School, and since 1950, it entered the Oriental Studies
Department at the Faculty of Philosophy, University of Sarajevo.
According to the curricula from the 1990s, Arabic was treated as an equal
foreign language alongside other foreign languages. Upon examining the
curricula and textbooks, it can be concluded that the number of hours
allocated to Arabic language instruction on a weekly basis in each of the
mentioned institutions is substantial. However, the textbooks and
methods have a traditional character, focusing on mastering grammatical
rules and memorization, with less emphasis on using the language as a
means of communication. Traditional teaching methods based on frontal
teaching and a translation approach were applied, in which the student
had only a passive role. In the second decade of the 21st century, certain
activities aimed at revising curricula and selecting new textbooks that
include the application of the latest teaching methods in Arabic language
instruction were initiated. These methods strongly emphasize the
continuous development of the four language skills in the teaching
process. As part of these activities, the Oriental Philology Department
had a course in Arabic language teaching methodology, which aimed to
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energize and innovate Arabic language instruction. However, this course
was again pushed back as a compulsory subject in this department's
curriculum. The teaching and educational process is an area where
graduates of this department have realistic employment opportunities.
Simultaneously, entering the teaching process and promoting the Arabic
language without proper methodological preparation could have lasting
and irreparable consequences.

U radu ¢e biti ponajprije predstavljen status bosanskog, crnogorskog,
hrvatskog isrpskog kao stranog i drugog jezika izvan mati¢nih zemalja te
razliCiti oblici poucavanja istth u Evropi i Sire. TeZiSte ¢e biti 1 na
dostupnim udzbenicima kreiranim za navedene jezike te njihove nedo-
statke u savremenoj metodici. Nastojat ¢e se i podvuci jasna crta izmedu
metodicko-didaktickog izucavanja bosanskog, crnogorskog, hrvatskog i
srpskog jezika kao drugog i stranog jezika. Nakon velikog migracijskog
vala, ovi standardni jezici drugoj i tre¢oj generaciji postaju jezik porijekla
(engl. heritage language) i pristupa mu se kao stranom jeziku, $to donek-
le moze biti problemati¢no pri revitalizaciji naslijedenog jezika. Takoder
¢e se ukazati na stanje nedostatka potrebnih udzbenika za ovu populaciju,
koje se pogorSava. Uporedit ¢e se stanja ovih Cetiriju standardnih jezika 1
valjanost metodi¢ko-didaktickog pristupa stranom ili drugom jeziku.

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Methodological and Didactic Approach to Bosnian, Montenegrin,
Croatian, and Serbian as Second and Foreign Languages

The paper discusses primarily the status of Bosnian, Montenegrin, Croa-
tian, and Serbian as foreign and second languages outside their respective
countries, as well as various forms of teaching these languages in Europe
and beyond. The focus will be on available textbooks created for these
languages and their shortcomings in contemporary methodology. An ef-
fort will be made to draw a clear line between the methodological and
didactic study of Bosnian, Montenegrin, Croatian, and Serbian as second
and foreign languages. After a significant wave of migration, these stan-
dard languages become heritage languages for the second and third gen-
erations, approached as a foreign language, which can be somewhat
problematic in revitalizing the inherited language. The paper will also
highlight the lack of necessary textbooks for this population, which is
increasing every day. The conditions of all four standard languages will
be compared, along with the validity of the methodological and didactic
approach to a foreign or second language.

Methodology of Teaching Russian

This paper provides an insight into the importance of the Russian
language teaching methodology in Bosnia and Herzegovina in the period
from the 1960s till today. The goal of the paper is to compare the past
and present attitudes towards the teaching methodology of Russian in
Bosnia and Herzegovina and discuss the problems and challenges it faces
today. Since textbooks are considered the best indicators of the develop-
ment and the state of teaching methodology, this paper takes a keen
interest in the available textbooks for learners of Russian, primarily those
written by professors and teaching assistants from the Faculty of
Philosophy Sarajevo.

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Glotodidakticki pristupi i metode u udZzbenicima francuskog i
italijanskog kao stranog jezika

Cilj naseg rada je provjeriti u kojoj se mjeri udzbenici francuskog i
italijanskog jezika priblizavaju glotodidaktickim metodama. Kao uzorak
za istrazivanje smo uzeli dva udzbenika u upotrebi prema vaze¢em NPP-
u u srednjim $kolama u Kantonu Sarajevo: Alter ego+ (2012)i Progetto
italiano (2006). Prema uputama korisnicima, udzbenik Alter ego+ prati
akcionalni pristup, dok je Progetto italiano zasnovan na komunikacij-
skom pristupu. Osnovna pretpostavka naSeg istrazivanja je da su
udzbenici osmisljeni u skladu sa pristupima koje nacelno prate, ali da ih
je takoder potrebno dopuniti aktuelnijim i savremenijim informacijama.
Udzbenike analiziramo prema modelima koje su osmislili Balboni (2002)
te Cuq i Gruca (2017). Analizi smo pristupili kombinovanim metodama,
budu¢i da smo uradili kvantitativno istraZivanje vjezbi i zadataka, ali 1
kvalitativno u dijelovima koji su to zahtijevali (fizicki opis knjige,
grafickog dizajna ili dodatne podrSke udZbeniku). NaSe istraZivanje je
pokazalo da udZbenici prate pristupe i metode prema kojima su pisani, ali
da, kada je u pitanju opca kultura ili politika, nude 1 informacije koje su
trenutno zastarjele, te je potrebno da ih nastavnik suplementira aktuel-
nijim izvorima.

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Approches et méthodes didactiques dans les manuels de francais et
d’italien langue étrangere

Le but de notre travail est de vérifier dans quelle mesure les manuels de
langue francaise et italienne abordent les méthodes didactiques. Comme
¢chantillon de la recherche, nous avons pris deux manuels scolaires
utilisés selon le programme scolaire en vigueur dans les écoles secon-
daires du canton de Sarajevo: Alter ego+ (2012) et Progetto Italiano
(2006). Selon les consignes d’utilisation, le manuel Alter ego+ suit une
approche actionnelle, tandis que Progetto Italiano est basé sur une
approche communicative. L hypothese de base de notre recherche est que
les manuels sont congus conformément aux approches qu’ils suivent en
principe, mais qu’ils doivent également étre complétés par des
informations plus actuelles et contemporaines. Nous analysons les
manuels selon les modeles congus par Balboni (2002) et Cuq & Gruca
(2017). Nous avons abordé I’analyse avec des méthodes combinées
puisque nous avons effectué une recherche quantitative des exercices et
des taches, mais aussi qualitative dans les parties qui le nécessitaient
(description physique du livre, conception graphique ou support
complémentaire du manuel). Nos recherches ont montré que les manuels
suivent les approches et les méthodes selon lesquelles ils ont été rédigés,
mais que, lorsqu’il s’agit de culture générale ou de politique, ils offrent
¢galement des informations actuellement dépassées, et qu’il est
nécessaire que I’enseignant les complete par des sources plus actuelles.
